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Walking the Road ofthe Cros

In fulfilling Christ’s command-
ment of carrying the cross daily,
there are several elements to be
considered that are essential for
the success of the journey.

Self-denial i1s a pre-requisite for
this journey; it is an act of loving
submission, done freely. This is
translated into our everyday life
when we do not do anything out of
self-love or desire, since this is
directly related to pride, the moth-
er of all sins.

In walking the road of the Cross,
self-denial means loving in a way
that does not demand its own way,
a thoughtful way that constantly
seeks to encourage and please. It
means putting the desires of others
before my own. Self-denial is
when we don’t insist on our own
way, for we often do this, not only
with other people, but also even
with God.

Self-denial must be manifested in
all our relationships; we pour our
life for our spouse, children, fel-
low servants, and those whom we
serve. We serve others at the ex-
pense of our own personal desires,
dreams, and comfort.

How difficult can that be? By all
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human standards, very difficult!
But when we carry the Cross, we
enter the realm of God, where
strength comes from weakness.

Again, this is in contradiction to
popular cultural thinking. In mod-
ern society, people stay in relation-
ships so long as there is self-
satisfaction. But once it ceases to
exist, so does the relationship.

The second pre-requisite is self-
crucifixion, which is the purifica-
tion and cleansing of the inside
from all sinful passions and de-
sires. It is crucifying the pride,
jealousy, desire to be first and
greatest, revenge, sensual passions,
etc. If offended, even by those to
whom I have done good to, I for-
give.

We are all caught in situations,
where all our choices result in evil.
We can all say with St. Paul, “For
I know that in me (that is, in my
flesh) nothing good results; for to
will is present with me, but how to
perform what is good I do not find.
For the good that I will to do, I do
not do, but the evil that I will not
to do, that I practice.... O



wretched man that I am! Who
will deliver me from this body of
death?” (Rom. 7:18,19,24)

On our way to freedom by subdu-
ing the ego and passions, ascetic
practices is the third pre-requisite.

We crucify our body by nailing it
with  strict  discipline.  Our
thoughts and imagination must be
strictly controlled and nailed by
words of prayer, praying the
psalms, Bible reading, reading the
works of the Holy Fathers, fast-
ing, metanoias, etc... St. Paul tells
us, “You have not resisted to
bloodshed striving against
sin.” (Heb. 12:4) When our false
and fallen self is crucified and
dies, and we bring “every thought
into captivity to the obedience of
Christ” (2 Cor. 2:5), then we dis-
cover the true self, created in the
likeness of God, and experience
yet another paradox of the Cross:
strength and victory.

The End of the Road of the Cross:

With Christ as our goal, we start
on the journey, following in His
footsteps along the road of the
Cross. It is in our daily cross-
bearing that we come to discover
the mystery of the Cross, which
St. Paul described, “As sorrowful,
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet
making many rich; as having

nothing, and yet possessing all
things,” and most of all “as dying
and behold we live.” (2 Cor. 6:
10,9)

We are confident that in every
storm along this journey, our
Lord will be our shelter. In every
weakness, He will be our
strength. Most of all, in our death,
He gives us eternal life. Involun-
tarily carrying the Life-Giving
Cross, we carry the tree of life,
which brings forth the fruit of the
Holy Spirit in abundance and
brings about our growth in perfec-
tion.

Only when we crucify the old
person and the old self, will we be
able to enter the Heavenly Jerusa-
lem, for the Cross will be our
symbol. With St. Paul, “Let us
therefore come boldly to the
throne of grace, that we may re-
ceive mercy and find grace to
help in time of need.” (Heb. 4:16)

By the prayers of all the martyrs,
saints, and cross-bearers, may our
Lord Jesus Christ inspire us to
carry the Life-Giving Cross and
follow in His footsteps, so that we
may, ever more perfectly, be one
in Him, complete our -earthly
journey, and fulfill our true desti-
ny for which we were created.

The Coptic New Yea
Feast of Nairouz <

In the name of the Father, the
Son, and the Holy Spirit, One
God, Amen

The Feast of Nayrouz (The First
day of the Coptic Month of Tout)

I would like to wish you every
happiness for the Feast of
Nayouz, the Coptic New Year
begins on September 11. This
year we celebrate the year 1733
of Martyrs.

Our church follows a special Cop-
tic (Martyrs) calendar. This calen-
dar began on the year 284 AD.,
during the reign of the Roman
Emperor Diocletian. His era was
the hardest the Copts experienced.

Our Coptic church loves martyrs
and their sacrifice by shedding
their blood for the sake of Christ.

Although the church celebrates
the Feast of Nayrouz at the begin-
ning of the Coptic year, the
church, in fact, commemorates
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the martyrs daily. The church sets
the martyrs at the highest rank,
even higher than saints.

Many Coptic churches and Mon-
asteries are named after martyrs.
Church icons portrays the lives of
martyrs. Their holy relics are kept
inside monasteries and churches.

The Church originated through
martyrdom. The last martyr of the
Old Testament was John the Bap-
tist, who was murdered at the be-
ginning of Jesus’s ministry. The
first martyr of the New Covenant
is Saint Stephen, the Deacon.
Martyrdom began with St. Ste-
phen and continued throughout
church history.

In fact, the lives of all Christ’s
disciples ended in martyrdom,
except for Saint John, the be-
loved, who went through many
persecutions, but was not mar-
tyred.



Since St. Stephen, martyrdom be-
came a yearning: a longing to die
in the name of Christ. Believers
followed the belief “what is
wrong with being smitten by a
sword, if this will be the shortest
and surest way to be with Christ
in Paradise?” Hence, martyrdom
became a passion for all believ-
ers.

As St. Paul said to the Philippi-
ans: “having a desire to depart
and be with Christ, which is far
better” (Philippians 1:23).

Throughout the church history,
beginning with the Roman Em-
peror Niro, Christians were perse-
cuted. Niro was the emperor who
persecuted Sts. Peter and Paul.
Persecution continued under the
rule of Diocletian until the year
313 A.D. The importance of that
year stems from the decree that
Emperor Constantine decreed to
allow for religious freedom. Nev-
ertheless, persecution against
Christians continued even after
the Chaldean Council assembly!

Our Lord Jesus Christ never told
His disciples that, if they believe
in Him, the road will be easy! On
the contrary, He told them, ‘In
the world you will have tribula-

tion, but be of good cheer, I have
overcome the world.” (John
16:33). And He also says: ‘the
time is coming that whoever kills
you, will think that he offers God
service.” (John 16:2)

Martyrdom is a blessing. The
church commemorates Saint Jul-
ius, the Ekfahasi, who cared for
the martyrs’ bodies and wrote
their life struggle and their wit-
ness to our Lord, Jesus Christ.
Saint Julius is a great saint who
recorded this great history for the
generation.

Some may ask, why does the
church place martyrs at the high-
est rank? Even above the saints,
the monks and priests!

Our Lord Jesus Christ says
“Greater love has no one than
this, than to lay down one’s life
for his friends.” (John 15:13)
Martyrs sacrificed their lives for
their love and faith in Christ.
They offered the greatest love!

Martyrdom is evidence of the
depth of the martyrs faith and
love towards our Lord and savior
Jesus Christ. It would not have
been easy for martyrs to sacrifice
their lives if they did not believe

in eternal life!

Some may ask, what if someone
wishes to be a martyr, but lives in
an era with no persecution?

Saint Augustin said: the one who
loves Christ to that extend, even if
he was not martyred, God will
still consider him a martyr.

Also, the one who desires to live
with Christ, has faith in life after
death, and strives to repent, there-
fore, Christ will consider him a
martyr.

Our Church, my beloved, is
strong through those martyrs who
shed their blood for Christ’s
name. This blood shedding
strengthens our church and never
weakens her.

Lastly, we need to benefit from
the lives of martyrs, by thinking
about our earthly and heavenly
lives, and how to satisfy God
from the beginning of the year till
the end.

We proclaim that we are sons and
daughters of martyrs, so how can
we attain their attitude, zeal and
faith?

The answer is to begin the Coptic
New Year of Martyrs, (Feast of
Nayrouz), with the right attitude.
The attitude of gaining a new vir-
tue, practicing and improving it
throughout the year.

May the blessings of St. Mary and
all the martyrs be with us all,
Amen.

Eich new year brings us new opportunities
to know Him more, to walk in faith,
and grow by His grace.

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ADVICE FOR STUDENT LIFE

School’s in! How can a young
person keep his way pure?

“By guarding it according to thy
word. With my whole heart I seek
thee; let me not wander from thy
commandments! I have laid up
thy word in my heart, that I might
not sin against thee.” (Psalm

119:9-11)

Spiritual Rule: You need one!...
Academic success is partially in-
tellect, but it’s more discipline.
The same is true of your spiritual-
ity. If you do not have a sense of
commitment, it means that you do
not value it... The spirit is a real
thing that needs attention. I'm
talking about your spirit, not the
Holy Spirit.

Your prayer rule needs to be bal-
anced according to your schedule,
your lifestyle, and your gifts.
Your rule will likely contain
psalms (Agpeya), Bible readings,
spiritual readings, fasts, prostra-
tions, psalmody and charity. Your
spiritual father should, through
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dialogue, determine with you
which of these and how much to
apply, based on who you are as a
person.. Your rule needs to be
realistic and it should be set with
your spiritual father. You need to
have some kind of spiritual health
routine. Do not go to sleep unless
you have done it and do not ever
compromise it.

Prayer Corner: One of the el-
ders at my beloved monastery
taught me the importance of the
‘prayer corner’. He taught me to
dedicate part of my room and to
consecrate it only to God. This
meant that I was not to eat, play,
text, Pokemon go there...nothing!
I could pray, read the Bible, do
my prostrations, meditate there —
only spiritual work. Another elder
taught me that every time in the
Thanksgiving Prayer when I say,
“And from this holy place that is
Yours”, that I sign cross on the
place, and that in doing so, I am

making a church for Him in that
place. You will soon experience
the sanctity of that place.

In my prayer corner, I had icons of
my favorite saints. Under each
saint’s icon, I printed a large sheet
with a favorite quote of that
saint... This setup does multiple
things — it makes you have a sense
of intimacy with God in your pray-
er... You showed that you value
Him and that you are giving Him a
place in your life not just spiritual-
ly but physically.

The Divine Liturgy: Don’t make
the Divine Liturgy optional, it
means that you do not value the
Unity with God and your neigh-
bors. Do not say, “I have finals, I
can’t go this weekend.” .. We find
many ways to waste time through-
out the week, let’s not pretend that
Liturgy is our hindrance to getting
that 4.0. If you have moved away
from home, if your schedule is
rough, then go to the local
Church... For those of you who are
living at home — try and offer rides
to those who are not living at
home and could use the ride.

Prayer Buddy or Buddies: Spir-
itual Friendship: I had a friend
who lived at home throughout our

degree, but on a set day each se-
mester, we prayed one hour of Ag-
peya together in my room
(incidentally, this person was not
of the opposite sex, so don’t apply
this advice wrongly!)... This spir-
itual companionship made me ac-
tually look forward to prayer. It
made me feel less isolated in my
spiritual life.. The unity of praying
together uplifted my spirits in too
many ways... Find someone to do
this with. If there’s a large group,
then I know at some campuses
they would rent out rooms and
pray an hour of the Agpeya alto-
gether....

To those of you who are living in
dorms with other Copts or renting
apartments... Pray together... Why
is it strange to pray when we sup-
posedly do it all the time? At
youth meetings at Church and in
Liturgy we hold the Agpeya and
pray together, why should it be
strange or weird for you to do it
together in your homes and
dorms? Just be united by God, ra-
ther than be divided by negative
things — weed, hookah, and other
behaviors that will go unnamed...
Be united by what we believe in
and what is good for us, not by
what harms us.



With your prayer buddy or bud-
dies, take walks. Talk about im-
portant and valuable things...
Those walks and talks molded me,
they helped me, and they were
some of the strongest sources of
comfort and joy in my life... Find a
Christian friend and stick with
him/her.

Find community: Everyone
needs community... Find a place
where you are linked to others,
and make sure that it is positive
others. On the same line as above,
they will help you immensely. So
ask this community for help, ex-
press when you are sad or down,
or request a walk when you know
that you are lonely, frustrated or
scared... Having good company in
those times is going to help you.
Just make sure it’s a community
who cares as much as you do
about what is Right: Christ.

Confess regularly: ... As tempta-
tions increased, so did my need to
both confess, and get guidance...
You need to keep your spiritual
father close. Talk to your guide,
debate and have a dialogue with
him — don’t hold back. Be honest
and be transparent. You will bene-
fit immensely. Do not hide your
thoughts because if you do, they

will come back to haunt you. My
spiritual father taught me how to
serve, he taught me how to deal
with doubt, he taught me to love
God in all that I do, and how to do
it with honesty, integrity and prac-
tically.

Be obedient to your spiritual fa-
ther. Trust him... Your spiritual
guide may see something that you
do not. You have to realize that
you do not have everything figure
out. Your guide needs to expose
you to you, so do not be upset if
you are prevented from doing
something. Just make sure you are
honest and open and are able to
express yourself in an articulate
way.

Read: Read a lot.... This is the
age where you will be challenged
by other faiths (and non-faiths).
You need to know yourself. So
read. Personally, I did not go to
sleep without reading a Saint Sto-
ry... You may not have the oppor-
tunity to do this later, so take ad-
vantage of it.

Keep a journal. Right reflections
on your day, your Bible readings
and your spiritual readings. I still
draw from these until this day.

Avoid intimate relationships un-

til you can do something about
it. Yes, I’m talking about dating.
If you pursue this at the wrong
time, it will make you focus on the
wrong thing. It will be like putting
on a pair of tinted glasses that pre-
vent you from seeing the world
properly. When you cannot actual-
ly do something with your rela-
tionship, one of two things will
happen: you will be very frustrated
and discontent, or you will sin.
You are human. You have hor-
mones. You have sex drive. Be
real. Do not open the door to sin
willingly and intentional, it means
that you do not value holiness. I
am not worried about this only for
sin, I worry about it because if
your world is seen through the lens
of the relationship, everything in
your life will revolve around that:
your emotions, your moods, your
decisions, your concentration, eve-
rything. At the right time, this will
not be such a bad thing. At the
wrong time, this will be disastrous.
Please, seek serious guidance
about going into a relationship at
this age.

Avoid distractions: Anything
that takes you away from your
proper, positive goals, avoid. Even
if it is not a wrong thing, avoid it. I
was wasting so much time online

one year, that I made a personal
vow (with my Father of Confes-
sion’s blessings) to get rid of inter-
net in my room for that whole aca-
demic year. My grades sky-
rocketed and I had more free time
than 1 knew what to do with that
year. If you make the right (but
hard) decisions, you find great re-
wards. Find out what you do —
even if it’s not a ‘bad’ thing, and
knock it out. You’ll soar.

Closing note ... Know who you
are and who you want to be. Do
you want to be in the image and
likeness of Christ, or do you want
to conform to every new idea
around you? .... Decide who you
are, decide what are things that
you are not going to do no matter
what, decide the things that you
will do no matter what, and pursue
them without wavering and with-
out compromise. Put the Lord be-
fore you and He will be with you
in all that you do. Take Joseph as
your guide, who in hardship, in
pain and also in success, put the
Lord before Him, and because
God was with Him, Joseph was a
successful man (Genesis 39:2).

May the Lord direct your paths
always, and may your heart be in
tuned to His direction.
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obligation. It is the first step in the
process of being self-responsible in
electing a leader whether locally,
state-wide, or nationally.

of angels glorify You saying 'Glory
to God in the highest, peace on
earth, and good will toward men."”

In the Old Testament elders acted
as the political body in the Holy
Book of Exodus. They were repre-
sentatives of the people and acted
for the people. The seventy elders
in the Holy Books of Exodus and
Numbers were similar to a govern-
ing body or parliament. Likewise in
the New Testament they were the
rulers of the synagogues. So leader-
ship roles were necessary in the
Holy Bible to lead the Jews. As we
all know the Lord Jesus Christ
came to seek and save the lost and
to lead the Christians. He, Himself
chose the twelve apostles to contin-
ue His mission.

Leadership roles were necessary in
Biblical times as now throughout
the ages of ages. What is necessary
of'a leader?

Melito (c. 170) plainly states the
answer to this question...

“My opinion is this: that in this|
way a kingdom may be governed
in peace—when the sovereign is
acquainted with the God of truth.
That is, if the ruler withholds|
from doing wrong to his subjects
out of fear of God and he judges|
everything with equality...For, i
the sovereign abstains from do-
ing wrong to those who are under
his rule, and they abstain from do-
ing wrong to him and to each other,
it is evident that the whole country
will dwell in peace. Many bless-
ings, too, will be enjoyed there, be-
cause among them the name of God
will be glorified. For what blessing
is greater than for a sovereign to
deliver his people that are under his
rule from error, and by this good
deed, render himself pleasing to
God?"
