Cross, Resurrection and Ascension, He sent the |
promised Holy Spirit and all the gifts and
power that this Holy Spirit could grant....

The Holy Spirit distributes to each one of us at
least one, if not more, than one gift. Romans
12, 1 Corinthian 12, Ephesians 4, and 1 Peter 4
give a summary of those gifts. The purpose of
the gifts granted by the Holy Spirit is mainly the edification of the
body of Christ. This edification implies supporting one another,
with words and deeds to the measure that pleases the heart of God
and kindles the work and fruit of the Holy Spirit in the hearts and
lives of the believers.....

It is not for us to know how the gifts are distributed, nor is it for
us to decide upon the number of gifts God is to bestow on each
member in the body of Christ. Our Lord Jesus Christ Himself has
confirmed that in His conversation with Nicodemus who came to
him in quest for more than what he already knew in terms of the
Law “The wind blows where it wishes, and you hear the sound of
it, but cannot tell where it comes from and where it goes. So is
everyone who is born of the Spirit” (John 3:8). That is why no one
is in a position to boast once they find out about the gifts granted
to them “that no flesh should glory in His presence” (1 Corin-
thians 1:29).

How do we discern our gifts? God, Who, in His goodness, re-
vealed Himself in His son Jesus Christ, will for sure reveal what
He has lavishly procured for us through the redemptive act of the
Cross “how shall He not with him also freely give us all things?”
(Romans 8:32). Therefore, it is our duty to research within us un-
til we become familiar with those gifts. If we fail to discern them,
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our job is to look diligently for them. We should firstly go back to
the One Who is in charge, God Himself, resort to prayers, partake
of the Holy Mysteries, consult with spiritual fathers, just to men-
tion some of the ways and means of bringing
us closer to our destination in terms of what
plan God has for us.

The Holy Bible differentiates between the
gifts and the fruit of the Holy Spirit. Though
distinct from each other, yet once again inter-
related and interdependent in the sense that
misusing and abusing the first will result in loss of the second and
vice versa. Abusing the gifts of the Holy Spirit, occurs when be-
lievers draw cold in their love for God or one another, become
hard of hearing, sluggish; the end result will be withdrawal and
grieving of the Holy Spirit, and consequently withering of the
fruit of the Holy Spirit. The fruit of the Holy Spirit is one with
nine manifestations (Galatians 5:22-23). It is mainly Love and its
end product. Without love none of the products is existent.

The gifts of the Holy Spirit need, as a prerequisite, wisdom and
faithfulness. The parable of the three servants with different num-
bers of talents clearly depicts these prerequisites (Matthew 25:14-
30). The two servants, in their wisdom, knew that they were not
owners of those talents but that they had been entrusted with
them. Therefore, they went and traded with them. Thus they
reaped the fruit of their wisdom and faithfulness making them-
selves worthy of promotion from servant-hood to the higher rank
of stewardship, such attributes without which growth in the Holy
Spirit and the fullness of Christ is not attainable. The third ser-
vant, in spite of the fact that he had an easier job with one talent,
in his lack of wisdom and ignorance, went and hid that talent he
had been entrusted with, thus ending up being destitute preserving
the low status as a wicked and lazy servant; even poorer than be-
fore.

Our Lord spoke about the stewardship with an absolutely em-
phatic rhetorical question: “Who then is that faithful and wise
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steward” (Luke 12:42). His answer to that question implies a reve-
lation about the nature of the faithful steward, one who is active in
the body of Christ knowing how and when to edify, support, and
serve in the Kingdom of God.

Unlike talents, gifts of the Holy Spirit necessitate the existence of
certain conditions. The basic condition is to be born in the body of
Christ through Baptism, confirmation, learning and practicing of
the teachings of the church, diligent study of the Word of God and
partaking of the Mystery of the Holy Eucharist.

The gifts of the Holy Spirit are freely given to those who earnestly
seek them. They cannot be taken for granted, nor is there a life
long guarantee on them. It is only through active internal work in
our hearts to keep ourselves in a state of perpetual repentance and

sanctification that we become worthy of those gifts.

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YOU ARE GOD SBEAUTIFUL WORLD'

From time to time a person feels that his life is _
empty and meaningless, similar to the rugged
land “without form,” void of splendor and
beauty, a useless life, surrounded by “darkness”
(Gen. 1:2). Or like a debased life which de-
serves to fall under God’s wrath, such as in the
time of the flood, from which no one was saved, §
except Noah and his family in the ark, and when

the dove found no resting place (Gen. 8:9).

This is exactly the feeling of many youth today,

especially when they find themselves enslaved to their lustful de-
sires, their bodies captivated by sensual pleasure, and their hearts
become tombs full of filth!

Will God leave us in such a state? Certainly not! God’s Holy
Spirit, who “hovered over the face of the waters” to create a beau-
tiful world out of desolation (Gen. 1:2), is still working in the wa-
ters of Baptism to create, out of those baptized, a glorious spiritual
world!

My dear youth, the Spirit of God is still hovering in your heart and
mine, through the tears of repentance (the second baptism) in or-
der to renew within us a heavenly world. He is always thinking of
you, as you are His beautiful world!

THE SPIRIT OF STRENGTH AND THE STRENGTH OF
THE SPIRIT!

Our Lord Jesus Christ came on earth not to present us with mere
commandments but to renew our nature by His Holy Spirit, and
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to establish His kingdom in us. He came in order to convert our
inner beings, which are void of beauty, into a unique, glorious
spiritual world. In other words, He crucified our old man, who
was in the image of the earthly Adam, and bestowed on us a new
man, in the image of the new heavenly Adam. For this, Jesus ad-
vised His Apostles not to leave Jerusalem until they received a
Power from above (Acts 1:8).

In the Greek language the word “power” is derived from the
word “dynamite” or “dynamic.” So our Lord advised His disci-
ples not to depart from Jerusalem, to start their evangelistic work,
without the power of the Holy Spirit. He asked them to rely on
the Holy Spirit within them, as He shatters the solid sin with dy-
namic divine power, and creates a new celestial heart suitable for
His abode. This dynamic power should be the motivating force of
their work, as the Holy Spirit knows no laziness or rest, as He is
an influence of love who works unceasingly. b

Thus, my dear youth, do not fear the lust of the ﬂ'
flesh or sin with all its temptations, nor the whole |
world with all its burdens, as you have attained
the Holy Spirit in the Holy Sacraments of Bap-
tism and Chrismation (Mayroun), who works in §
you with all power! If you accept the work of the
Holy Spirit in you, and ask His assistance at any
time, trust that He will support you. oo

If your heart has become like the world after the flood, full of dirt
and filth, and is rotten and corrupt, this saddens God’s Spirit as
He does not find a resting place in your heart. My dear youth, do
not fear, the dove (which symbolizes the Holy Spirit) was let
loose from the ark (which symbolizes Jesus Christ) three
times. The first time, it did not find a resting place in the world,
on the second time, it came back carrying in its beak an olive leaf;
lastly it rested and found its comfort. This is how the Holy Spirit
works, He converts your heart from a corrupt world, conforming
it to be the temple of God.
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The Spirit of God is hovering over the corrupt world trying to find
rest, but cannot as “they have together become corrupt” (Ps. 14:3).
People in the Old Testament felt that God was far away from
them, so the Psalmist with a loud voice sang, “How long, O Lord?
Will You forget me forever?” (Ps. 13:1) and “My God, My God,

why have You forsaken Me?” (Ps. 22:1).

The main function of the Holy Spirit is to illuminate your vision,
so that you may discover your weaknesses and sins. You then feel
the need for your Savior’s love, who forgives all your transgres-
sions, purifies your nature, and grants you His reconciliation...
and you will “not want!” (Ps. 23:1).....

This is followed by a taste of the everlasting glory, where the
Spirit finds comfort in your heart.

Pentecost was originally an Old Testament harvest festival cele-
bration of fifty days which followed the Passover.

Later on, Pentecost became known as the commemoration
of Moses having been given the Law upon Mount Sinai.

Pentecost, permanently took on a lasting new meaning with the
descent of the Holy Spirit on the apostles at Pentecost.

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 The Story of Father's Day

Father's Day is a holiday where fathers are honored. On this day,
it is customary for children to give Father's Day cards or gifts to

their father. Father's Day is one of the most observed holidays in
the US which is celebrated on the third Sunday in June.

Sonora Dodd, of Washington, first had the idea of a “father's
day.” She thought of the idea for Father's Day while listening to a
Mother's Day sermon in 1909.

Sonora wanted a special day to honor her father, William Smart.
Smart, who was a Civil War veteran, was widowed when his
wife died while giving birth to their sixth child. Mr. Smart was
left to raise the newborn and his other five children by himself on
a rural farm in eastern Washington State.

After Sonora became an adult she realized the selflessness her
father had shown in raising his children as a single parent. It was
her father that made all the parental sacrifices and was, in the
eyes of his daughter, a courageous, selfless, and loving man.
Sonora's father was born in June, so she chose to hold the first
Father's Day celebration in Spokane, Washington on the 19th of
June, 1910.

President Calvin Coolidge, in 1924, supported the idea of a na-
tional Father's Day. Then in 1966 President Lyndon Johnson
signed a presidential proclamation declaring the 3rd Sunday of
June as Father's Day. President Richard Nixon signed the law
which finally made it permanent in 1972.
