The Feast of Nayrouz

In the name of the Father, the
Son, and the Holy Spirit, one
God, Amen.

The Feast of Nayrouz is a Feast
of new beginnings in which, as
with the beginning of the calen-
dar year, we assess our lives
and we try to start again. New
beginnings are always wonder-
ful, whether it be that new page
in yourbook that looks so crisp,
or that New Year’s resolution
of going to the gym right at the
beginning of the year. Either
way, we like fresh staits.

Newness must not be a patch-
work, but rather a complete
start; something that it is begun
in a way that gives it the ability
to grow, a seedling that is plant-
ed and given the potential to
develop into a beautiful fruitful
tree that gives fruit to all. This
is why our Lord, in the Gospel
of St Matthew [Matthew 9:16-
17] reminds us, that we “do not
put unshrunk cloth on an old
garment”, for if we have a
patchwork life it can be easily
tom apart and is not sustainable.

When we attempt to only par-
tially change our lives we dis-
cover very quickly that the
change s temporary. We have
seen many patchwork changes
over the past months and years,
changes that desired to take part
of the old, and merge it with the
new. Patchwork changes that
did not intend to eradicate any
sort of corruptive elements but
merely desired to place in new
elements alongside. We know
that does not work. We have
seen the failing of this method
in our lives, and it is clearly ap-
parent that it does not work.
Newness, however, must be
placed on a very firm founda-
tion.

Again in the Gospel of St Mat-
thew, chapter 7[Matthew 7:24-
25], our Lord warns us that a
house built on sand, on moving
ground and uncertain circum-
stances will most certainly fall,
while a house built on a rock,
firm and founded, will most
definitely stand and can grow.
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So too, must we place our new
beginnings on firm ground.
Whether in our own personal
lives, newly emerging democra-
cies, ailing economies, or deci-
sions made on a daily basis, that
rock i important. What is the
rock? It is not an illusion, it is
not smoke and mirrors, nor peo-
ple who say things but cannot
deliver, and it is not those who
make promises and then decide
not to fulfill them. It is a Rock
built on Truth.

Change cannot be cosmetic,
newness cannot be superficial,
because we have been told in
the Gospel of St Matthew 25
[Matthew 25:12-14] that “if
lawlessness will abound, the
love of many will grow cold.”
With that shaky ground comes
lawlessness, and we have seen
lawlessness in many ways: at a
personal level, with the perse-
cution of Christians not only in
Egypt but throughout the world,
but also with the persecution of
those who desire new starts in
life and are not given the oppor-
tunity. We have seen lawless-
ness with the buming of
churches, dozens over a series
of hours; with regimes that
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come and go, all of which are
built on sand and are not built
on the rock. That rock is that
which makes us firm where we
stand and confident where we
step, and because we are here in
this place, across from the
Houses of Parliament, we are
thankful to this nation’s govern-
ment, that was not so quick to
Jjudge matters.

Many conversations regarding
‘coups’ and democratic pro-
cesses, have led to decisions
built on that rock; decisions that
were taken one step at a time,
leading to wisdom that builds,
wisdom that is, as we have seen
in recent days thinking about
our own brethren in Syria, now
leads the world. It is that rock
of certainty that we must abide

by.

Our Lord s that element in our
lives into which we must be
deeply rooted. St Paul reminds
us not to be a patchwork gar-
ment, but to be in the newness
of Christ by “putting on
Christ’[ Galatians 3:26-29]; by
putting on His Faith and His
life, as well as that which He
guides and mspires us to.
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Through putting on Christ, we
are also empowered to do those
things that can only come from
Him. We are empowered be-
cause we are not only those
who are preached the Resurrec-
tion but are in fellowship ofHis
suffering and so therefore are
conformed to His death and vic-
torious in that Resurrection. We
are not bystanders, and we are
not passengers. We are part of
that Resurrection, the Resurrec-
tion that was there for the whole
world, and that calls us all to
victory. That Resurrection is
real in our lives every day, but
to be part of that powerful act
we most certainly, as we as a
Church have experienced and
live, must have fellowship in
His sufferings.

There was a wonderful state-
ment by the head of The Coptic
Orthodox Church, Pope Ta-
wadros, when he was asked
what he thought would happen
when these churches were
burned down so horrifically,
and he said ‘if these are but a
small sacrifice then this is asac-
rifice we present.” We have lost
buildings, but we within our
tradition and within our heritage
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have lost millions who died for
their Faith, and who continue to
die for their Faith. The concept
of martyrdom is not just one of
the past, it is now, and it is lived
until today, not just m Egypt,
but also in places like Nigeria,
Iran, and China. These individ-
uals are martyrs not because
they choose to cause destmuc-
tion, but are martyrs in that
their lives are taken because
they will not give up what they
believe.

This newness also brings with
it, in its final step, the beauty
that is reconciliation. Reconcili-
ation s what the Incarnation
was for, to reconcile the world,
just as we too must be reconcil-
ers. We are told in the second
epistle to the Corinthians[2 Co-
rinthians 5:17-19] that all things
have passed away, we must put
aside all the old things and look
forward to the new, to reconcile
and to grow together in our
homes, communities, countries,
and with our faiths. We have no
way forward but reconciliation.

We are a reality in each other’s
lives, and we are a beautiful
reality. The diversity of who we
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are is a testimony to the creative
sovereignty of God, and so we,
in gracious obedience to that
sovereignty, must be reconciled
and accept one another on
grounds that we heard in to-
day’s Gospel [Luke 4:14-30], in
freedom for all, a freedom of
Faith, religion, expression, and
of life. We must move forward
leaving that which is defiled
behind if we are going to make
a fresh start.

I want to conclude with a very
powerful passage that I find in-
spires me, especially in light of
events in Egypt, here in the
United Kingdom, Syria, and
throughout the world. When we
are encouraged not to say what
we believe, or not to live or pro-
claim our Faith, and told some-
times that we have no right to
believe at all, we stand fast be-
cause we are empowered
through  reconciliation and
through newness in our Lord
Jesus Christ. St Paul reminds us
in second Corinthians[7] that
“We are hard-pressed on every
side, yet not crushed; we are
pemplexed, but not in despair;
persecuted, but not forsaken;
struck down, but not de-
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stroyed...”

This is who we are. This is the
power we have; the image and
likeness of God within each and
every one of us that calls us to
be true, to be faithful, and to be
new in ourselves every day. In
our repentance and reconcilia-
tion and in a beginning that will
bring hope to many both victo-
riously and valiantly; with pride
and assurance that we are not
alone, but rather in the hands of
a mighty and faithful God Who
says that in the world we will
“have trbulation”, we arc of
“good cheer [John 16:33]".
Why Lord, why would we be of
good cheer? Our Lord would
respond, ‘It i quite simple, be
of good cheer, for I have over-
come these tribulations, I have
given you victory and reconcili-
ation and I have given you a
power that will be with you all
the days of your life, until we
once more are reconciled n the
Kingdom that is prepared for

you.

Glory be to God forever, Amen.
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The Lord invited us to bear the
Cross and said: “If anyone de-
sires to come after Me, let him
deny himself, and take up his
Cross, and follow Me” (Matt.
16:24; Mark 8:34). And He said
to the rich young man: “Go
your way, sell whatever you
have and give to the poor,...and
come, take up the Cross, and
follow Me.” Mark .() +:Y)

He made the bearing of the
Cross a condition for the disci-
pleship to Him. He said: “And
whoever does not bear his
Cross and come after Me can-
not be My disciple” (Luke
14:27).

He Himself, during all the peri-
od of His Incarnation on earth,
lived bearing the Cross. Since
His Nativity, Herod wanted to
kill Him, and He run away with
His mother to Egypt. When He
began his mission, He suffered
the fatigue of the service, and
had “nowhere to lay His
head” (Luke 9: 58). He lived a
life of pain, so that Isaiah said

about Him that He is: “A Man
of sorrow and acquainted with
grief” (Isaiah 53:3). He was
bitterly persecuted by the Jews.
Once they “took up stones
again to stone Him” (John
10:31). Another time they want-
ed to “throw Him down over
the cliff” (Luke 4:29). As for
their insults and their accusation
of Him, they are very numer-
ous. All these are Crosses
which are other than the Cross
on which He was crucified...

The Cross in the Lives of Saints

The Disciples of Christ ako
placed the Cross before their
eyes. They preached continual-
ly... and said about that: “but
we preach Christ crucified” alt-
hough He s “to the Jews a
stumbling block and to the
Greeks foolishness” (1 Cor.
1:23). The apostle Saint Paul
said: “For I determined not to
know anything among you
except Jesus Christ and Him
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crucified.” (1 Cor. 2:2). He
would rather boast in the Cross
saying: “But God forbid that I
should boast except in the Cross
of our Lord Jesus Christ, by
whom the world has been cruci-
fied to me, and I to the
world” (Gal. 6:14)

Even the angel who announced
the Resurrection, used this ex-
pression “Jesus who was cruci-
fied”. He said to the two Mary's:
“I know that you seek Jesus who
was crucified. he is not here; for
He is risen, as He said” (Matt.
28:5). Thus he called Him
“Jesus who was crucified” alt-
hough He was already risen. The
expression “who was crucified”
remained attached to Him, and
our fathers the apostles used it
and concentrated their predica-
tion on it. As Saint Peter said to
the Jews “know assuredly that
God has made this Jesus, whom
you crucified, both Lord and
Christ” (Acts 2:36)

The Cross is the narrow gate in
which the Lord invited us to en-
ter. (Matt.7:13). He said to us:
“In the world you will have
tribulations” (John 16:33);
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“And you will be hated by all
for my name’s sake” (Matt.
10:22);

“Yes, the time is coming that

whoever kills you will think that
he offers God service” (John
16:2); and

“If you were of the world, the
world would love its own. Yet
because you are not of the
world, but I chose you out of the

world, therefore the world hates
you.” (John 15:19).

Thus the apostle Saint Paul
taught: “We must through many
tribulations enter the kingdom of
God” (Acts 14:22).

The life of the Cross is evident
in the lives of the martyrs, the
abbots, and the ascetics. In view
of the faith, the martyrs and the
confessors suffered unbearable
torments and agonies. The ma-
jority of the early apostles and
bishops marched in the way of
martyrdom.

When the Lord called Saul of
Tarsus to become an apostle for
the Gentiles, He said about him
“For I will show him how many
things he must suffer for My

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name’s sake” (Acts 9:16). We
can mention as an example,

Saint Athanasius the Apostolic
of the abbots and the Cross
which they carried. He was ex-
iled three times and he was ex-
posed to bad accusations. Saint
John Chrysostom was also ex-
iled..... and the incarceration
and ostracizing to which the fa-
thers were exposed.

As for the fathers monks, the
Church sumames them “the
Cross-bearers”. They have borne
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the Cross of solitude and aloof-
ness from every human consola-
tion, and the Cross of asceticism
in which they were denuded
fromevery corporal desire. They
suffered the pains of hunger,
thirst, cold, heat, poverty, and
penury, in view of the greatness
of their love the King Christ.
They also suffered the afflictions
and the warfare of the devils in
various ways and kinds, as in the
life of Saint Antony, and the
lives of the  wandering
anchorites.
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We as Christians talk all the
time about reading the Bible,
but sometimes it's a struggle for
some, especially when you're
just starting out reading about
Christianity. So, how do we
know where to start, and how
do we keep reading when parts
of the Bible don't seem so inter-
esting?

Understand Why the Bible is
So Important

The Bible gives us a great deal
of advice and support in our
daily walk with Christ.

From the Old Testament to the
New Testament, we get guid-
ance about God's expectations
from the Word. It gives us di-
rection toward fulfilling God's
purpose. It helps us understand
how to act and behave in our
daily lives. It is chock full of
wisdom that we can use in real
life.

Don't Stop at Your First Bible
So, while the Bible may be full

of advice, it can also pose a
challenge to read. For some,
getting the most of the Bible
starts with finding the right
translation. There are a number
of translations of the Bible. The
Bible is meant for everyone to
be able to read and understand.
God wants his Word known to
the world. So, if you're having
trouble reading your Bible and
understanding it, spend some
time with the New King James
translation. Sometimes it takes
phrasing things in a way for us
to understand God's word bet-
ter.

Try the Orthodox Study Bible

There are Bibles that also con-
tain Bible studies within them.
They take apart the various sec-
tions of the Bible and give you
lessons that you can leam from.

By reading through and then
being able to examine the word
deeper, we gain a better grasp

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of what God is trying to tell us.
There are all kinds of Bible
study Bibles, and the Orthodox
church recommends the Ortho-
dox Study Bible.

Read the Bible in Order

It s often a good idea to read the
Bible in order, fromstart to fin-
ish. When you are reading the
bible for the first time, you are
encouraged to start with the
New Testament. Each book of
the New testament contains
good lessons. For instance, start-
ing with the Book of John can
often give a Christian insight
into Jesus. No matter where you
start, though, there is plenty to
learn.

Use a Devotional

Devotionals are also a great way
to read the Bible and stay on
track. Many devotionals focus
on particular topics or even on
patticular books of the Bible.
Devotionals can be a way to get
into a regular reading schedule
and also delve deeper into the
Wod.

Set Bible Reading Goals

Setting goals for reading the Bi-
ble helps with motivation. The
Bible isn't meant to be read in

one night. It's meant to be read
and absorbed. Sometimes that
means taking it slow, page-by-
page. There is so much good
advice mn the Bible, that if we
rush through reading it, we'll
miss the purpose and advice. So
set realistic goals you can meet,
but also take the Bible in doses
that you can handle and leam
from.

Study in a Group

Another great way to stay fo-
cused on reading the Bible is to
do it in a group. Most churches
have regular Bble studies.

The bible study class is often
broken down into sections, and
they also give you an opporttuni-
ty to contemplate and discuss
what you've read and how to ap-
ply it to your life. The bible s a
real source of life. Life in Christ.

Setting a Schedule

Set a regular time for your daily
reading. Set a schedule to read
while you are fresh. It is best to
read the bile first thing in the
morning. It is also a great idea to
have quiet time before bedtime
to contemplate on a verse or two
that you have read that day.

Have ablessed reading.
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As it has been mentioned in the
gospel about the end of the
world and the Second Coming
of our Lord: “Then the sign of
the Son of Man will appear in
heaven” [that is the Cross]...and
they will see the Son of Man
coming on the clouds....” (Matt.
24:30). Let us remember the
sign of the Son of Man on earth,
so long as we expect this sign of
His in heaven in His majestic
coming.
